De-
spite this record, BC has found itself
in a bit of turmoil this season, as
Coach Al Skinner had to dismiss
C Sean Williams and F Akida
Mclain from the team immediately
following their victory over us back in
January. Williams, a junior center
and one of the leading shot-blockers
in the country, had previously been
suspended for smoking marijuana. It's
unknown if his dismissal from the team
is from another marijuana bust or not,
but either way, his loss is 3 huge blow
for the interior defense of the Eagles.

The Eagles have found success without him, how-
ever, coming off a 5-point win last Saturday aqainst a
ranked Virginia Tech squad. For BC, senior F Jared

Dudley leads not just the team but the entire ACC in ,-/’EJP’O
scoring at19.5 points per game. He also leads the team in 3
rebounding, grabbing 8.9 boards per game. He was named

the ACC Player of the Week last week for his efforts against

the Hokies. Senior G Sean Marshall averages 15.5 ppg, while sophomore G
Tyrese Rice scores 16.5 ppg and dishes out 6.2 assists each game. As a
freshman, he had a buzzer-beating dagger from 25 feet away against the
Canes last year to seal a 4-point Eagles victory, so he’s no stranger to Miami.
